The prize rewards outstanding contributions – of international, national or local scope – characterized by decisive and practical efforts to safeguard and strengthen peace, and to resist forces violating or threatening it, inspired by the 1975 Programme of Action of the Red Cross [and Red Crescent] as a Factor of Peace and the 1984 “Fundamental guidelines for the contribution of the Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement to a true peace in the world”.
The Standing Commission strongly encourages diversity and inclusion among nominees and recipients and does everything to ensure their utmost integrity in line with the Movement’s values and principles. It thereby encourages nominating authorities to submit worthy nominations that take into account this standard of high integrity, as well as the need for diversity and inclusion. Only in this way can the prize embrace its exemplary and inspirational value and celebrate the Movement's rich diversity and ethics.
